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The purpose of this water quality project will be to reduce total phosphorus, nitrogen and total suspended solids within
the East Fork Creek basin and help the County in meeting Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) requirements. The project
will also help alleviate flood risks in adjacent residential communities.

b. What activities and services will be provided to meet the intended purpose of these funds?

This project will improve water quality within the St. Lucie Estuary and the Indian River Lagoon.

c. What direct services will be provided to citizens by the appropriation project?

The St. Lucie River is a critically important part of the local economy in Martin County by supporting boating, fishing and
other recreational uses. By helping improve water quality in the St. Lucie River and Indian River Lagoon this project will
provide important benefits to the environment and local economy.

d. Who is the target population served by this project? How many individuals are expected to be served?

The residents of Martin County and visitors to Florida (tourism industry).
e. What is the expected benefit or outcome of this project? What is the methodology by which this outcome will
be measured?

This project will reduce nutrient loads of Total Phosphorus (TP) by an estimated 54%, Total Nitrogen (TN) by 21% and
Total Suspended Solids (TSS) by 25% within the East Fork Creek basin. The project will also help the County meet
TMDL obligations for the St. Lucie Estuary. The County will implement a monitoring plan to measure how much the
project improves water quality in the area.

f. What are the suggested penalties that the contracting agency may consider in addition to its standard penalties
for failing to meet deliverables or performance measures provided for the contract?

If the project is not completed, funds will be reverted back to FDEP.
