Under the legislation, the Florida Department of Health (DOH), the Agency for Health Care Administration 
(AHCA), and the Department of Children and Families (DCF) will collaborate to maintain the website of 
pregnancy and parenting resources.  
 
The website will serve as a valuable resource, offering educational materials on pregnancy and parenting, 
including evidence-based information on prenatal care, child development, and parenting techniques. In addition, 
the platform will provide access to maternal health services, ensuring that expectant mothers receive the necessary 
support and care during their pregnancy and beyond. 
 
Recognizing the importance of involving fathers in the parenting process, the website will also feature educational 
and mentorship programs specifically designed for fathers. These programs will equip fathers with the knowledge 
and skills needed to actively participate in their child's upbringing, fostering stronger family bonds.
