. Project/Program Description

The Underline consists of improvements to, and programming for, the 10-mile corridor existing within the Metrorail right-of-
way from the Miami River North of the Brickell Metrorail Station to the Dadeland South Metrorail Station. This project is part
of the Miami-Dade County Parks and Open Spaces System Master Plan and will serve to serve to transform this area into a
safe, fully functional urban trail and multi-purpose recreational space. The proposed improvements include enhancement of
the existing bicycle/pedestrian pathway, the addition of native landscaping, hardscaping, lighting, signage, drainage,
recreational facilities, amenities, and recreation related concessions. The improvements and amenities are designed to
vastly improve the safety, aesthetics, comfort level, attractiveness and public use of the area, provide enhanced integration
of transit into this corridor, and improve connectivity between the surrounding communities and the urban core.

Improved physical health (increase physical activity),improve mental Health (satisfaction with quality of life), enrich
cultural experience (events and curriculum drawing residents to The Underline), education (education curriculum for 24
impacted schools), enhance the environment (lower CO2 levels), protect the general public from harm (improved
pedestrian and bicycle safety), improve transportation conditions (reduce congestion on U.S.1-projected at 3.5%),
increase economic activity (increased property values projected at 5% to 25%), increase tourism, create job opportunities
(projected over 1,000 new jobs). Outcomes will be measured by evaluation of attendance, Health Impact Assessment,
measurement of property values change, reduction in pedestrian and bicyclist conflicts and increase in transit ridership.
